Craig welcomed everyone and introduced Rod Annear from DEC

Rod gave a brief outline of the history with the Association and DEC.
Wayne Schmidt worked very hard to mend the fractious relationship that existed between DEC and the Association with an MOU being signed with the inclusion of Track Care.  When Wayne left communications with the Association fell by the wayside and it wasn’t till Rod took on the position that things began to improve

Michael Phillips and Rod put together the Track Adoption program which had a commitment of assistance by DEC approx three times a year 

Regions are busy and don’t have time to assist and then people become annoyed

A study was done of ratio of field staff to areas normal is 5 – 7 field staff in Australia with most parts of the world the ratio is 15 and in WA it is 1.4 – so grossly understaffed
Staff crying out for help don’t have as much money as other areas 

When Therese resigned it left a big hole which DEC are hoping will improve as new person Ewan McGregor commencing 19/04/11

There are 3,000 Campground hosts registered with 400 active

Rod recognises that the Powerlines Track is a disgrace and should never have been allowed to deteriorate to the state it is in

To date there has been no proper management of Off Road areas

Getaway 4WD Club have been waiting two years for an adoption to go through and they are now considering adopting a Wildlife Sanctuary.  Jeep have been waiting even longer for the track they wished to adopt

Rod stated that DEC has the biggest kilometres to manage – 50,000km of roads and they only receive $1m a year to manage.  Main Roads use $3m just for the Gibb River Road maintenance

The question was asked - how do we proceed from here – Rod asked that Ewan McGregor be given a chance to settle in and then hopefully things will improve

Main focus will be on 4Wdriving issues and it was suggested that once Ewan is settled 
he be invited to a Delegates meeting 

The Motorised Off Road Group is going again and have funding

Regions have been approached but no response as to what work they need done

Mark Skeels asked where does the Health Park – Healthy People sit within DEC

They come under the Community Involvement Unit and should be front and centre running Track Adoption – Hugh McLane is person to contact

Taffy has moved on from Mt Hart – and new manager has been appointed – she was previously in the Kimberley’s at El Questro and there are quite a few problems that need to be resolved at Mt Hart-   Taffy has been offered another place

DEC now have an Online Camp Ground booking system – Is on DEC website – easy to follow

12 sites can be accessed at present and there are photos and contact people for a total of 110 sites.  Also promoting Rediscover Parks on website with information on Parks, and State Forests that are open

Mitchell Plateau has a mining of bauxite tenement but nothing appears to be happening at this stage 
Rod was thanked for the information he had provided and time given

Kaarakin Report

Mark Skeels thanked everyone for attending the clean up – apologised for the lack of organisation – there appeared to be a mix up with Chris Harris (Kaarakin) as he was not aware there were two groups at Kaarakin to carry out work – Peel put a roof on the Kangaroo Shelter and another group were at the Restaurant area.  Lots of work was carried out and Black Cockatoo Society was thankful for the work carried out.  Every endeavour will be taken for better organisation next time.
Special thank you for all who attended

Greg gave a a report on the water at Kaarakin – testing was undertaken last month.  Testing across 33 parameters was conducted in primary holding tanks and at the domestic delivery points (kitchen sinks in both residences)

No test results were outside of the standards for drinking water for human consumption set by the Water Corporation.  This is good news up to a point because within 24 hours of the testing being done, the primary water supply bore had run dry.  This means that Kaarakin is on water rationing with all water being supplied by road tanker

Clubs using the facility are advised to take appropriate supplies of water with them to the facility.  Whilst the taps contain some water it is being supplied from holding tanks and there is no guarantee as to supply lasting

At present snapped trees are being removed

Minister has been notified to re appoint committee for next three years – there is still a position vacant

Nick gave report – Track Care had a Die Back Lecture at their last meeting  - very interesting and informative  - if any clubs wish to have the same contact DEC
The recci for Station Adoptions will not be happening next month  as Stations previously chosen are not suitable or ready so committee looking at others

Elvira , Mt Jackson and Credo are three being considered

Mark had a meeting with DEC Geraldton – Thunderlarra is being decommissioned and previous owners will probably continue, Karara has a mine on it and DEC can’t even access, Lochada – mine will be commencing so not suitable either
